INFORMATION SHEET: TRAINING IN SUPERVISION – 2010/11
CRITERIA FOR ENTRY TO SUPERVISION COURSE

· Psychodynamic/psychoanalytic training background in counselling/ psychotherapy/ analysis.   

· Three years post-qualification clinical experience. 

· Registration with BPC or UKCP, accreditation by BACP, or overseas equivalent to one of these.

· Sufficient supervisory practice for the duration of the course - normally either (a) two individual supervisees who are practising counsellors/ psychotherapists/analysts, one of whom needs to attend weekly, or (b) a group of counsellors/psychotherapists/analysts, or (c) both group and individuals.  In some cases the supervision of NHS health professionals may be considered. 

· Supervision of both long-term and brief psychodynamic work is acceptable provided that the analytic attitude is evident and development in the work can be demonstrated.

· Preference will be given to applications where experience of therapy/analysis is well in excess of the minimum requirement of two years at once weekly.

DEADLINES

· The deadline for receipt of applications is Monday 13th September 2010.  

· The deadline for receipt of the outstanding balance for the first term is 30th September 2010.  The full cost for the year of both the course and the supervision of supervision are incurred upon acceptance of an offer of a place on the course and there will be no refund for cancellations made after this date.
SATURDAY WORKSHOPS

· Times: from 9:30am to 3:00pm.

· There are 10 workshops throughout the year.

· Attendance: 80% is required.

· Workshops take place at the Society of Analytical Psychology, 1 Daleham Gardens, London NW3 5BY.
SUPERVISION OF SUPERVISION

· Weekly small confidential groups in which participants’ supervision practice will be explored and assessed.

· Groups will meet for 30 sessions through the year for 1.5 hours at the consulting rooms of the group leaders or in some cases at the SAP. 

· Locations and times will be varied and every effort will be made to give participants a choice of group.  The earlier an application is received, the greater opportunity there is for a choice of group. 

· Attendance: 80% is required.

· Where it is impossible to travel to a group, arrangements can be negotiated through the Course Co-ordinator for individual supervision of supervision with a local SAP supervisor from the list of supervisors associated with the Supervision Course, wherever possible.  A table appears below giving the minimum hours required for supervision of supervision, varying according to numbers in groups and individual supervision.  Participants in pairs and individual supervision may do well to undertake more than the minimum number of hours of supervision stipulated; where possible additional sessions will be made available by supervisors at the same fee per session.

COSTS

· £1275 for the course, payable @ £475 first term and £400 remaining terms. 

· £900 for supervision of supervision, payable @ £300 per term or as invoiced by your supervisor.

ASSESSMENT

· Criteria for assessment used by supervisors will be sent to participants and standardised for all groups and individual arrangements.

· There will be a self-assessment to complete.

· Supervisors of supervision will be the assessors in conjunction with the course steering group.  Mid-year feedback will be given along with support in attaining the necessary standards.

· An additional period of supervision of supervision may be required if the criteria are not met by the end of the course in July.

DIPLOMA/CERTIFICATE

· The Society of Analytical Psychology will award a Certificate of successful completion at the end of the course if the participant has fulfilled the criteria of assessment.

· If the paper is also completed and passed, The SAP will award The SAP Diploma in Supervision.  The Diploma will qualify the participant to apply for membership of the British Association for Psychodynamic and Psychoanalytic Supervision.

· Those completing The SAP Diploma in Supervision who may wish to pursue their study of supervision further may be interested to undertake a Postgraduate Diploma/MA in Supervision.  Through Roehampton University, WPF Therapy offer a university validated Postgraduate Diploma/MA in Supervision where those who have successfully completed The SAP Diploma may be able to APEL into the second year of this two year postgraduate degree.
